Monday: Disembark. This morning you cross the Nile to “Thebes” Luxor's West Bank. 
Sightseeing includes the Valley of Kings and Queens where some 64 of Egypt's Pharaohs 
had their palatial resting places hewed into the sheer rock; and the Colossi of Memnon. 
After lunch, visit Luxor and Karnak Temples, a holy city of pylons, hypostyle halls, colossal 
statues, shrines and obelisks built over centuries and dedicated to the God Amon-Ra, his 
consort Mut, and their son Khonsu. Transfer to Luxor Airport for your return flight back to 
Cairo. Transfer to hotel. (B)
